e The CASS Building and Snake statue
e A.L Lawson or its sidewalks, green spaces, or driveway area(s)

All Songfest-related activities and ceremonies must be completed 45 minutes after
commencement has concluded.

We are working alongside the Department of Campus Safety and Security to ensure we do not
slow down or obstruct the flow of foot or vehicle traffic on sidewalks or traffic intersections while
conducting our respective ceremonies.
